October 11, Michael Kaplan … References Available Upon Request 
Michael will entertain and enlighten us as he shares some of his perspectives about working with and managing of references in Access databases. In October, Geoff will be providing a introduction and overview about .NET, explaining what it is, the key acronyms and features. He’ll build an interface to demonstrate how easy it can be to run Access reports from VB.NET. Geoff will bring .NET to our level ;-)  Whether you are a novice or expert, this is a comfortable way to become familiar with .NET technologies.
