MEETING TOPICS:
Beginner’s Corner - Brainstorming Session - Pros and Cons of holding the SAG and PNWADG meetings on the same night; lead by Randy Weers
Randy Weers, PNWADG Membership VP, has been considering what we can do to improve attendance at the month meetings. Although he doesn’t hold a position in the Seattle Access Group he usually attends both meetings and is thinking of ways to increase attendance.  One idea is for both groups to meet on the same night. They would run consecutively and have much of the same format; with opportunities for combined networking and Q&A sessions. Meeting nights may have a theme with both groups covering the same topic but at different levels of detail and complexity. We would retain the individual group entities and mission so that the SAG would continue to focus on beginner level topics and the PNWADG would focus on intermediate to advanced areas. And of course, we encourage people to participate in both groups. 
This month during the intro session for each group Randy will lead a brainstorming session to explore various options and to elicit ideas and preferences from the membership. 
Please think about this approach and be prepared to share what you think are pros and cons as well as any obstacles, and how we might overcome them. For example, a key benefit of having one meeting night per month is to make it easier for more people to attend either or both groups. And, if you’re there, you may as well stay for both (  But, it also means that we will typically limit or forego intro sessions which included previews, fundamentals, and special discussions from guests.

Main Presentation - Design and Rational for our Membership Database - by Randy Weers

Randy will show us the ins and outs of our new Membership database. He’ll discuss why he decided to rewrite the database (basis for a design spec) and show us some of the techniques he used to accomplish his objectives. Randy will also show us some of his development techniques and talk about why he chooses them. And, we’ll learn some simple, yet nearly impossible to discover, techniques for label printing; so we can all benefit from Randy’s recent experiences with setting up the label printer to create member nametags at the meetings.
Randy has been with SAG and PNWADG since before they were SAG and PNWADG. He works at Microsoft but not on the Access team. His title is Senior People Data Analyst, but don’t let the “senior” part fool you… he’s still young at heart. Randy was contributing author for the “Access 2003 VBA Programmers Reference.” His work at Microsoft doesn’t lend itself to too much Access development. So every once in a while Randy takes on side projects, like developing a user friendly membership database for the Access groups.

PNWADG  August 17th  ... 
Main Presentation: Leveraging Data Macros by George Hepworth, Access MVP
Access 2010 provides many new features and enhancements that provide invaluable benefits to all levels of Access users and developers. Data macros are a prime example -- they give us the opportunity to do things at the table level that we couldn’t do in the past. 
George will explain how to create data macros, when they are helpful and ... when they are *essential*. During the demonstration, you will see how easy and effective it is to create macros that will respond when data is changed in the table. That’s right, in the table – these events are not driven by a form or report. Join us to learn how you can start incorporating this powerful new functionality into your solutions.

George began his Access career by creating tools to track sales for the self-study materials he and his former colleagues created and sold, and to manage the results of Continuing Education exams administered to licensees. Realizing Access databases were more interesting and rewarding than writing training materials, he soon moved to full-time Access development. Being self-taught, George believes any day on which he doesn't learn at least one new thing is a day wasted. 

George is a Senior Data Development Developer for Data and Domains, providing Access and Access/SQL Server solutions for clients. Previously, George founded and operated Grover Park Consulting, specializing in resuscitating "owner-built" Access databases for small and medium sized organizations. In his spare time, George is part of the administrator team, and a regular contributor, at Utter Access, the most popular Access support site on the internet. In recognition of his support to the Access community, George has been awarded as a Microsoft MVP. George holds a BS in English and an MA in TESL from Utah State University.
