SAG Session: Using Access with SQL Server

Access is a great database but SQL Server can be a better choice for a back-end as your application grows and becomes more complex.  We’ll discuss some of the advantages and trade-offs of using SQL Server for your back-end database, what its strengths are and why you might want to use it.  If you’ve never given this a try before, we’ll show you how easy it is to install the server, use the upsizing wizard to convert your database and be off and running with a working app before you know it.

PNWADG Session: Dynamically filtering SQL Server views from Access
Many Access applications can benefit from using SQL Server for their back end.  Linked SQL Server tables have the advantage of performance and reliability – especially in a multi user environment.  SQL Server views are like Access queries on steroids.  They leverage the real power of SQL Server and can be linked to Access making them appear as if they were tables.  However when Access Queries are used to filter linked SQL Server tables, including these views, performance can suffer.  If only you could use Access forms based criteria to dynamically filter these linked views like you can a query!  Now you can and we’ll show you how.
