SAG  What IP Am I Giving?  An Introduction on Intellectual Property Issues in Software Developer Agreements (Jim Baunach - Seed IP Law Group PLLC, Seattle)

PNWADG -- Preparing your Application for Deployment
Armen Stein, Access MVP, President of J Street Technology
Preparations for deployment There are many factors to consider when preparing your Access application for deployment, and the issues and steps can vary based on the type of solution, data connections, local network configurations, user environments, method of deployment, and … the list will continue to expand as Access integrates with and leverages new technologies. However, there are several fundamental considerations that are essentially universal, such as deployment, including runtime, locking down your app, references, coding best practices, etc.  Armen will share some of his own experiences and draw suggestions and questions from the group.

Downloads, Updates and Other Good Stuff (back to top) 
Compatibility Issues When Integrating Access 2007 and 2010
Beware of the “law of unintended consequences” – maybe that plaque should be posted by every programmer’s computer. But, back to the topic at hand.  Just in case you have been blissfully unaware of the Pandora’s Box of issue lying in wait – use EXTREME CAUTION if you MUST mix environment of Access 2010 and 2007.

There are a myriad of known issues – those with documentation available to the pubic  (and likely even more that aren’t so easy to read about) – that will prevent file and objects from working with Access 2007 if they have been developed or used in Access 2010.
